The systemic misidentification & 
disproportionate number of Aboriginal 
women as respondents on family 
violence orders has: “contributed to a 
profound sense of injustice and 
distrust of the police and legal system, 
meaning victims/survivors came to 
view the legal system as an extension 
of violence rather than a protective 
resource. For many women, this 
trauma manifested in a range of poor 
mental health outcomes and substance 
use issues … At a personal level, this 
also translated to deeply felt impacts 
of misidentification on their self-worth, 
with many women expressing shame 
humiliation and socialisation”.

“Many of the stakeholders we met with said there are some ingrained assumptions – 
which ‘can be highly racialized, gendered and classed’ – about how a ‘real’ victim survivor 
should look and behave. Victim survivors who appear agitated and/or uncooperative are 
less likely to be seen as being in need of protection, even though they may be exhibiting a 
very normal response to the, often extended, trauma they have endured. Stakeholders 
told us that some cohorts of women are more likely to be subject to bias and 
discrimination and less likely to be taken seriously as a victim survivor (such as women 
experiencing mental illness, women using alcohol or other drugs, and criminalised 
women). These issues are particularly salient for Aboriginal women, many of whom have 
experiences of intergenerational trauma, racism and criminalisation”.
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Considering the impact of biopsychosocial determinants of traumatic stress 
activation & stress vulnerability on reciprocity to care & relational resilience

“Mothers of children removed experience multiple and complex health 
conditions which require a more comprehensive response by service providers 
to address needs and support mothers … Addressing these needs becomes 
even more urgent when taking into consideration the profound impacts of child 
removals on the mother’s health, mental health, employment and social life in 
general. The immediate psychological crisis following child removals …. 
compounds with the multiple and complex issues these mothers were already 
facing prior to removal.” [p.820]

Embedding Collaborative Care in policy & practice: Promoting relational care 
processes for ‘systemic responsivity of care’

❖Collaborative care essentially embraces a relationship-based approach which is key to implementing 
effective collaborative practice and facilitating trust for timely service engagement. 

❖Integral collaborative care processes, such as inter-agency communication, collaboration, 
coordination, and continuity of care, have reportedly been found to be facilitative processes in 
reducing system fragmentation and facilitating meaningful, timely & responsive service engagement.

❖These relational domains have been recognised as essential in addressing client needs and developing 
a proactive and collaborative approach to care provision by helping families to feel safe and supported 
in accessing servicing and support.

❖Embedding Collaborative Care in policy & practice may potentially help to co-create a ‘Safety Net of 
Care’ & optimise service provision for more responsive, reflexive & sustainable service outcomes 
aimed at early intervention, family restoration and enhancing wellbeing outcomes for children and 
families with complex needs.

Co-creating a ‘safety net’ for wellbeing-informed biopsychosocial relational care
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ITJ-care: Promoting a Wellbeing–informed Biopsychosocial Collaborative Relational Care approach

“ITJ-care: Embedding an ‘ethos of care’ & collaborative care processes and collaborative service design for the 

implementation of sustainable and transformative  systemic change, requires collaborative innovation and 

action across the sectors of health, justice and social services, to maximise systemic impact. This requires 

services to work together, ‘hand-in-hand’ with Aboriginal families and communities by embedding 

collaborative care processes and an ‘ethos of care’ in action. At the same time, for the implementation of these 

collaborative care processes to be effective, there is an urgent need for redress of systemic gaps of inequality 

and responsivity. At the ‘heart’ of this framework is the need for a ‘paradigm shift’ that prioritises a wellbeing 

discourse through relational and responsive leadership and the collaborative design and implementation of 

relational systemic responses that promote timely access to trauma-informed culturally safe and responsive, 

family-based integrated care. The collective aim is to mitigate cycles of systemic stress activation & 

biopsychosocial harm & systemically nurture the facilitation of relational trauma recovery through building 

relational capacity for care & wellbeing  and healthy relationships. ITJ-care is essentially an interdisciplinary 

relational collaborative care network model that prioritises the need for holistic care in addressing bio-

psychosocial relational needs and building capacity for relational resilience & reciprocity of care. To be 

effective, this calls for ‘collective action’ in addressing the complex needs of children, women and families ‘at 

risk‘ of justice involvement & proactively refocusing our collective attention on prevention & early intervention, 

relational care, family restoration and systemic responsivity to care needs. Integral to this process is also 

facilitation of a care continuum, continuity of care and care congruence for more holistic and relationally 

responsive outcomes in policy & practice”.
